	I will:

     -distribute copies of a syllabus to all students that includes information concerning the rules, procedures, policies, and expectations for the class. I will also discuss the daybook during this time.

     -ask students to find one thing in the syllabus that they find interesting, unique, important or will help them be successful (students can voice this after we get through the syllabus)
     -explain the different parts of the syllabus and walk the students through it
	Students will:

     -receive a copy of the class syllabus to be signed by them and a caregiver and then turned back in to the teacher

     -pose questions concerning material in the syllabus

     -understand all of the rules, procedures, and policies as well as the expectations of them in this class

     -look for one thing in the syllabus that they find interesting, unique, important or will help them be successful

	5 mins
	I will:

     -give a brief presentation titled “An Introduction to Mr. Menhinick” in the form of a prezi projected on the front board

     -model the kind of information I expect for student introductions to themselves
	Students will:

     -listen and ask any questions they may have

	25 mins
	I will:

     -distribute large index cards to every student
     -explain that each large index card will be folded long ways with the student’s name on the outside to make a name card

     -explain that on the inside of each large index card, students are to write an introduction to themselves, modeled after my presentation

     -communicate that in this writing activity, I want quantity and not quality. The more writing the better. Also, I will communicate to students that they do not have to use perfect school grammar or even write in complete sentences; I want students to write like they talk.

     -write on the dry erase board sample questions and ideas that students can address into their introduction

	Students will:

     -write their names on the outside of the large index cards

     -write an “Introduction to Me” on the inside of their large index cards

     -turn in their large index cards to me at the end of the class and remember to purchase a daybook for the next class
