Course Description:


According to the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for freshmen, English I is focused as a genre study of literature. It is a class in which textual selections such as short stories, poetry, nonfiction, novels, dramas, and epics are introduced, studied, and used as springboards for student response. The course also offers a special emphasis on academic grammar, composition, and research skills. An end of course test is required to pass the course with a level III performance required for graduation.
