	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins
	I will:

     -write 10 new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words


	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	40 mins
	I will:

     -ask students about their backgrounds and experiences with podcasts

     -explain and lead the Group Podcasting Assignment, using Garageband on my MacBook Pro (I will also distribute “Freewriting” handouts and get students to freewrite, listing the defining moments in their lives)

     -I will also explain that this activity is social, so what is written down will be read by other students
	Students will:

     -discuss their backgrounds and experiences with podcasts

     -engage in the Group Podcasting Assignment and freewrite about/list defining moments in their lives
