	5 mins
	I will:

     -ask students to get out their daybooks that I asked them to purchase at the end of the last class

     -have extra daybooks to distribute to students who do not yet have one

     -collect the signed syllabus (by students and parents)
	Students will:

     -get out their daybooks or receive one from me if they do not have one yet

     -turn in the signed syllabus

	10 mins
	I will:

     -introduce “Writing into the Day” (WID)

     -lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff
     -lead a class discussion based on the WID
	Students will:
     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt:

        Why are you here in this class? What do you hope to get out of it?

        What is your experience with grammar and with writing?  
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with the class

	30 mins
	I will:

     -introduce the daybook—explain its purpose, how our class will use them, how they will be assessed

     -give all students copies of the daybook handouts and glue sticks

     -discuss each of the handouts with the students

     -show the video “What is a Daybook” found on thinkwrite.ning.com (From: Brian Kissel)
	Students will:

     -listen to the teacher’s explanation of the daybook

     -glue handouts in their daybooks

     -ask questions and discuss each of the handouts as a class

     -write down questions, notes, and reflections in their daybooks

     -watch and reflect on the video clip in their daybooks

	40 mins
	I will:

     -give all students copies of the “Dialectic Response Journals” handout

     -go over the instructions for this activity

     -tell students to turn to page 466 in their Language of Literature: Grade 9 textbooks located under the desks

     -read the poem “Theme for English B” out loud

     -instruct students to follow the instructions for Dialectic Response Journals for the poem (activity intended to model some of the writing exercises students can expect from this class)
	Students will:

     -glue handouts in their daybooks

     -ask questions about instructions

     -read along in their textbooks as the teacher reads the poem out loud

     -follow the instructions for Dialectic Response Journals (Column 1: note-taking, Column 2: response, Column 3: peer response, Column 4: what I’m thinking now)

	5 mins
	I will:

     -lead a discussion on what we’ve done today in class
	Students will:

     -discuss what has happened today in class

     -reflect in their daybooks on class today
