	Student Actions

	10 mins
	I will:
     -start the timer for students to begin Silent Sustained Reading (SSR)

     -take care of some red tape stuff—take attendance, get handouts and activities ready, prepare for class, as well as monitor students reading
	Students will:
     -begin SSR

     -report to me when they have finished a book
     -go to the library or grab a book from the classroom bookshelf if they have finished the book they were reading



	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	40 mins
	I will:

     -transition to today’s activity by playing for the class yesterday’s podcast and asking the students to reflect on it. Does our class podcast count as poetry? This period has already covered poetry, and so we will briefly review poetry.

     -introduce “I am what I am” pieces. I’ll talk about we will now use the podcast as a foundation to write our own personal poems about ourselves, titled “I am what I am”

     -project my “I am what I am piece” that I have already written on the overhead and read the poem out loud to the students.

     -prompt students to analyze my poem: what did I choose to include, what did I omit, what emotions does my poem elicit, what type of language am I using, etc.

     -distribute “I am what I am” handouts and discuss

     -time students in freewriting for 10 minutes about who they are and then lead students to mine what they’ve written for ideas and start drafting their own “I am what I am pieces

     (This activity is a lead into reading Bronx Masquerade, which we will start this week)
	Students will:

     -follow along as I read my “I am what I am” piece

     -analyze and evaluate my poem

     -glue “I am what I am” handouts in their daybooks or put them in their binders (handouts will be hole-punched)

     -freewrite in their daybooks or notebooks to get ideas started for their own “I am what I am pieces”

     -start drafting their own poems. Students have the rest of the class time to work on these poems, bounce ideas off of peers and the teacher, and get feedback
