	Student Actions

	10 mins
	I will:

     - lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff
     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes if they want
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following quotation: 
        What is “proper” or “correct” English? How do you know?

        What is your experience with it?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	70 mins
	I will:

     -ask students to define “Grammar” in their daybooks then share aloud. I will write down students’ definitions on the board, including their working definition

     -write “the going I store am to” on the board and ask students to read and explain it without teacher aid (later in the lesson, during the prezi, teacher will come back to this). I will also ask students to apply practices of DGP to the sentence (e.g. identify parts of speech) as a way to assess how familiar students are with DGP

     -give a brief presentation (via prezi) on the separate grammars (relying on Nancy Patterson’s The Role of Grammar in the Language Arts Classroom, which draws from theorists like Chomsky and Shaughnessy). Presentation also incorporates Amy Walker’s “21 Accents” video.

     -ask students to consider the different grammars each of us bring to the classroom and which grammars are privileged and by whom and for what reasons

     -guide students to consider what the value is in learning and using “school grammar” (included in the “grammar 3” category)
	Students will:

     -write a definition for “grammar” in their daybooks, then share aloud what they’ve written. Students will discuss and develop a working definition as a class, independent of the teacher

     -read the sentence, try to make sense of it, and put it in the ‘correct’ order. Students will also try to apply practices of DGP to the sentence

     -listen and ask questions concerning the presentation on the separate grammars, taking notes and recording questions in their daybooks

     -write down working definitions for the separate grammars covered in the presentation (e.g. 1: unconscious, 2: conscious, 3: social)

     -question and evaluate the different grammars each of us brings to the classroom and which grammars are privileged and by whom and for what reasons. Students will record these questions and evaluations in their daybooks and then share out loud with the rest of the class

     -assess the value of learning and using “school grammar”

	10 mins
	I will:

     -ask students to reflect on today’s lesson in their daybooks

     -give every student a post-it note that will serve as each student’s ticket out the door. Students are to answer the following: “Use your daybook and tell me one thing that you wrote down that was most important for you and one thing that was most confusing.” 
	Students will:

     -reflect on today’s lesson in their daybooks

     -develop their own, new definition of “Grammar”

     -fill out a reflection/exit sheets from the day, answering what they took away from the lesson and what confused them
