	8 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff
     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:
     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choosing: 
         What is “good” writing? How do you know?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class
     

	2 mins
	I will:

     -tell students to open their daybooks to a clean spread (2 side-by-side blank pages, a back and a front)

     -instruct students to write “On Imagination” at the top of the left page and “An Ante-Bellum Sermon” at the top of the right page. I will then tell students to use the rest of this space to take notes on each of these poems
	Students will:

     -open their daybooks to a clean spread and label the left page as “On Imagination” and label the right page as “An Ante-Bellum Sermon”

	25 mins
	I will:

     -pull up the poem “On Imagination” (by Phillis Wheatley, though I will not tell the students the author’s name until later) on the projector for the class to see

     -read the poem “On Imagination” out loud to the students

     -instruct students to respond to the poem in their daybooks and make inferences about the author

     -ask students to share aloud with the class what they’ve written in their daybooks
	Students will:

     -follow along as I read the poem “On Imagination” out loud

     -respond to the poem in their daybooks, addressing the following:

          * What are your initial reactions to this poem?

          * What are your feelings and emotions after reading this poem?

          * What do you notice about the language, Grammar being used?

          * From what type of background do you think this author comes?

     -share aloud with the class what they’ve written in their daybooks

	25 mins
	I will:

     -pull up the poem “An Ante-Bellum Sermon” (by Paul Lawrence Dunbar, though I will not tell the students the author’s name until later) on the projector for the class to see

     -read the poem “An Ante-Bellum Sermon” out loud to the students

     -instruct students to respond to the poem in their daybooks and make inferences about the author

     -ask students to share aloud with the class what they’ve written in their daybooks
	Students will:

     -follow along as I read the poem “An Ante-Bellum Sermon” out loud

     -respond to the poem in their daybooks, addressing the following:

          * What are your initial reactions to this poem?

          * What are your feelings and emotions after reading this poem?

          * What do you notice about the language, Grammar being used?

          * From what type of background do you think this author comes?

     -share aloud with the class what they’ve written in their daybooks

	30 mins
	I will:

     -ask students to contrast the two poems and discuss out loud

     -tell students that both authors are black and ask students how this changes their early inferences/predictions about the authors’ backgrounds

     -give the biographical and historical information of each poem

     -explain the contexts of the two poems (contextualize the poems—I’m trying to get students familiar and comfortable with this term) and how both poems rely heavily on “allusion” (new EOC word!)

     -close the lesson by discussing the Grammars of each poem and how each are considered canon African American literature (i.e. “good” writing, though each applies very different language and grammar). I will ask the class to discuss with me the different contexts each poem was written in and how different Grammars are appropriate and more effective for some contexts than for others
	Students will:

     -contrast the two poems and discuss out loud

     -adjust or affirm what they’ve already written in their daybooks and discuss out loud what they make of the authors’ backgrounds of the two poems after receiving this new information

     -reflect on their initial reactions and responses to the two poems in light of knowing the poems’ contexts and authorship

     -discuss the different Grammars and contexts of each poem, reflecting on how “good” writing depends on the context
