	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -give a brief presentation on the Harlem Renaissance and Langston Hughes via prezi (I’ll also play a couple seconds of a Duke Ellington song to talk about the music during the period)

     -ask students to read the poem “I, Too, Sing America” quietly to themselves, and then after, I will ask one student to read the poem aloud

     -lead a discussion on the themes and content of the poem, connecting them to overall HR movements and goals

     -explain the HR and Hughes as context for Bronx Masquerade
	Students will:

     -listen to and ask questions about the presentation concerning the HR and Langston Hughes

     -read the poem “I, Too, Sing America” quietly to themselves, and then students will listen as one of their peers reads the poem aloud.

     -discuss some of the themes and meanings of the poem (the content of the poem being emblematic of part of the HR movement)
