To learn how to do DGP

	Teacher Actions

	Student Actions

	10 mins
	I will:
     -lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff
     -ask students to share what they’ve written in their daybooks with the class
	Students will:
     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 
         After the last couple of classes, has your awareness of Grammar in

        everyday contexts grown? How so?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with the class

	10 mins
	I will:

     -ask students to discuss as a class what they know about the different parts of speech (I’m told they covered this in 8th grade…) and ask a student to be the scribe and write the different parts on board 1

     -add any parts of speech that are missing after the students have done their work

     -help explain definitions and examples of each part of speech only when I have to. Students should try to do this without me

     -instruct students to keep a record of definitions and examples in their daybooks
	Students will:

     -verbalize what they know about the different parts of speech. One student (volunteer) will be the scribe and record the different parts on board 1

     - write a quick and dirty definition and example of each part of speech in their daybooks.

	25 mins
	I will:

     -ask the class to call out at least 10 different random nouns (“car, dog, hair, video, etc”), which I’ll write in column 1 on board 2 (board 2 will be divided into 2 columns)

     -ask the class to call out at least 10 different verbs, all of which have to do with a specific occupation (e.g. if the occupation is “chef,” possible verbs are “chop, slice, boil, and marinate”). I’ll write these in column 2

     -instruct student to create simple sentences based on the list of nouns and verbs. I will also briefly discuss with the class what a “simple sentence” is. Then I will ask students to read their sentences out loud

     -lead a discussion on how prepositions add explanations and details, and then tell students to add prepositional phrases to their sentences

     -(this activity taken from “Image Grammar” by Harry R. Noden, page 30)

     -hand out 10 slips of paper to 10 different students. 5 pieces will have adjectives and 5 will have adverbs written on them. Examples include: frightened, angry, embarrassed, quietly, excitedly, frantically, etc)
	Students will:     

     -play with different combinations of words from column 1 and 2, creating simple sentences with interesting verb images. Students will then share one or two of their sentences with the class (e.g. “The car marinated under the hot sun.”).

     -look at my example and it’s preposition (under the sun) and discuss how to use prepositional phrases to add explanations and details. Students will then incorporate them into their sentences

10 Students will:

     -act out their adjectives in front of the class with only facial expression, no words. Students who received adverbs will act out their words as they enter into the classroom (e.g. entering the classroom frantically)

	25 mins
	I will:

     -project Picasso’s painting of “The Old Guitarist” on the board

     -instruct students to make lists in their daybooks of nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositional phrases, and interjections that come to mind when they view the picture

     -instruct students to create sentences and then paragraphs about the picture, turning the painting into a story

     -tell students to share their stories with a partner then share with the class if time allows
	Students will:

     -apply knowledge of the parts of speech by: brainstorming lists of nouns, verbs, etc that have to do with the picture; creating sentence with the lists of words; turning their sentences into paragraphs, writing stories based on the painting

     -share their stories with a partner, and if there is extra time, groups can share with the class 

	20 mins
	I will:

     -show a sample sentence on the ELMO, the first sentence given in the DGP book

     -let the students identify the parts of speech for the sentence (what’s normally done on Monday), then walk through the rest of the DGP days on the ELMO (Tuesday through Friday)

     -briefly explain aspects of the other days for DGP (e.g. sentence parts; sentence clauses and types; punctuation and capitalization; diagramming). I will do mini-lessons on these throughout the next couple of weeks during the time we use for DGP
	Students will:

     -identify the sentence’s parts of speech

     -listen and ask questions as we go through the other days of DGP

     -write down each day’s activity for the sentence in their daybooks
