	Student Actions

	10 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         What do you think about when you see or hear the word “poetry”?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	30 mins
	I will:

     -ask students about their backgrounds and experiences with podcasts

     -explain and lead the Group Podcasting Assignment, using Garageband on my MacBook Pro

     -I will also explain that this activity is social, so what is written down will be read by other students
	Students will:

     -discuss their backgrounds and experiences with podcasts

     -engage in the Group Podcasting Assignment

	45 mins
	I will:

     -transition from the Group Podcasting Assignment to “I am what I am” pieces. I’ll talk about how our Group Podcast was poetry, and how we will now use the podcast as a foundation to write our own personal poems about ourselves, titled “I am what I am”

     -project my “I am what I am piece” that I have already written on the overhead and read the poem out loud to the students.

     -prompt students to analyze my poem: what did I choose to include, what did I omit, what emotions does my poem elicit, what type of language am I using, etc.

     -distribute “I am what I am” and “Freewriting” handouts and discuss each of the handouts with the class

     -time students in freewriting for 10 minutes and then lead students to mine what they’ve written for ideas and start drafting their own “I am what I am pieces

     (This activity is a lead into reading Bronx Masquerade, which we will start next week)
	Students will:

     -follow along as I read my “I am what I am” piece

     -analyze and evaluate my poem

     -glue “I am what I am” and “Freewriting” handouts in their daybooks

     -freewrite in their daybooks to get ideas started for their own “I am what I am pieces”

     -start drafting their own poems. Students have the rest of the class time to work on these poems, bounce ideas off of peers and the teacher, and get feedback

	5 mins
	I will:

     -give out a Reflection/exit sheet for all students to fill out and turn in as their ticket out the door. I will explain each part of the sheet and model proper responses to each of the questions
	Students will:

     -receive and fill out a Reflection/exit sheet on the week. The sheet will have 4 components:

          * What engaged me this week?

          * What distanced me this week?

          * What am I excited about in this class?

          * Comments/Concerns…

     -hand me their daybooks and Reflection/exit sheets as they dismiss
