	10 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff
     -show students the class podcast we made on Friday
     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes

	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         What do you think about when you see or hear the word “poetry”?

         Would you consider the podcast we made on Friday poetry?

     -listen to the class podcast we made on Friday
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO and ask students to write the sentence down in the daybooks. Since I will be checking DGP weekly, students will write their DGPs starting from the last page of their daybooks and working backward through the pages.

     -ask students to identify the day’s corrections to the DGP and discuss why the correction was made
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting at the last page

     -verbalize what corrections need to be made to the sentence for that specific day (eg Monday: Sentence parts)

     -discuss why the correction was made and what the implications or consequences are of not making the change

	10 mins
	I will:

    -briefly introduce what stems are and why we will learn them in a mini-lesson. I will write complicated words on the board, asking students to guess their meaning. Then I will break the word down, using knowledge of stems to define the word (e.g. “autobiography”: “auto”=self, “bio”=life, “graph”=write)

     -write 5 new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words

     -discuss with students how stems will be assessed (for the first few weeks, formal tests will be weekly on Fridays. Depending on how that goes, formal assessments will be changed to every other Friday, and games/activities/informal assessments will be used in between each week of formal assessments of the stems. Assessments are cumulative, but students will have a voice as to which stems they judge most important, and therefore which stems will be repeated.)
	Students will:

     -copy down the 5 stems in their daybooks

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks

	30 mins
	I will:

     -lead the class down to the computer lab

     -pick out several exercises on grammar parts of speech for students to do on Classworks (required by the school for us to do this every Monday with all classes but Honors)

     -monitor students working on Classworks and help answer student questions
	Students will:

     -follow me to the computer lab

     -work on the exercises I’ve picked out in Classworks

	35 mins
	I will:

     -tell students to close out of Classworks

     -inform students that they have the remainder of class to work on their IAWIA pieces (these have to be turned in to me by Friday, and they must be typed. Students can use this time to type their pieces, continue drafting, collaborate with their peers, etc.)
	Students will:

     -use the remainder of class to work on their IAWIA pieces

     -use the computer or their daybooks to continue drafting and/or type up their pieces
