     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins
	I will:

     -write 10 (honors) or 5 (CP) new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words


	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	I will:

     -lead the class down to the library or classworks lab (I reserved the library for 2P and the classworks lab for 3P and 6P)

     -monitor students working on their first drafts of their IAWIA pieces and be available for conferencing (I’ll be set up at the desk in the corner of the room where I can see all students but where individual students can feel like they have some space away from the rest of the class to talk about their pieces if they wish)
	Students will:

     -work on the first drafts of their IAWIA pieces

     -work one-on-one with me in mini-conferences concerning their pieces if they desire

     -print and turn in their first drafts by the end of class (also, students will be sure to safe a copy on the computer)
