	Student Actions

	10 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice:

        Does the podcast that we made as a class yesterday count as

        poetry? Why or why not?

     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	15 mins
	I will:

     -play the song “Where is the Love” by the Black Eyed Peas from my laptop using the classroom speakers

     -have the lyrics to the song up on the overhead so students can follow along

     -write the word “POETRY” in big letters on the board (graffiti style)

     -ask students to respond: define poetry; what they think of when they see or hear the word poetry; what their opinions regarding poetry are
	Students will:

     -listen to the song “Where is the Love” and follow along with the song as they read the lyrics

     -discuss whether or not this song, and songs in general, count as poetry. Students will then defend their answers (rhyme, rhythm, meter, distinctive style, etc.)

     -dialogue as a class about what they think of when they see or hear the word poetry, discuss their personal opinions regarding poetry, and as a class come up with a working definition of poetry (I will only help if I feel it is needed. As an extra resource, students can pull out their textbooks from under their desks and look at the dictionary definition of poetry in the glossary)

	30 mins
	I will:

     -lead the “Four Corners” pre-reading activity, adapted from Sophia Sotelo’s “Bronx Masquerade Curriculum Guide”

     -have four poster boards labeled: “Strongly Agree,” “Agree,” “Strongly Disagree,” and “Disagree.” These four signs will be posted in each of the four corners in the room

     -give students the “Four Corners” handout, which has 10 statements about themes and issues that will come up in Bronx Masquerade. Students will reflect on and respond to each statement using only the four categories that will be labeled on signs in each corner

     -read each statement one by one, asking students to stand in the corner that represents the answer they wrote down. I will also ask for one or two students to briefly justify their answers out loud

     -close the lesson by connecting this activity directly to Bronx Masquerade by discussing how each of these statements represent themes and issues that the novel will bring up


	Students will:

     -receive the “Four Corners” pre-reading activity handout (students will either glue the handout in their daybooks or hole-punch it and put it in their binders)

     -respond to each of the 10 statements with either “Strongly Agree,” “Agree,” “Strongly Disagree,” or “Disagree.” There is no neutral option

     -listen as the teacher reads aloud each statement listed on the handout and then will move to stand under the sign in one of the four corners that represents the answer they wrote down on their handouts

     -justify their positions out loud (one or two students each statement)

	30 mins
	I will:

     -distribute class copies of Bronx Masquerade to all students
     -start reading the novel out loud. After we read the first section titled “Wesley ‘Bad Boy’ Boone,” I will prompt students to get out their daybooks or a clean sheet of paper and create a chart with 2 columns. In the left column, we will list the characters’ names, in this case, “Wesley ‘Bad Boy’ Boone.” In the right column, we will write a brief description. This is to keep all of the novel’s 18 characters straight and to also trace how the characters grow and change throughout the course of the novel. Students will keep this chart out with them whenever we are reading and will add new characters and descriptions as we get to them.
	Students will:

     -receive a copy of Bronx Masquerade

     ​-follow along with whoever is reading or read aloud (if they volunteer)
     -create a character chart in their daybooks or on a clean sheet of paper and fill out the information for the first character
