     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them

     *We will hopefully finish the novel today!

     *With any remaining time after we finish the novel, I will give every student an index card and tell students to choose a character from the novel for whom one of the other classes has created a body biography. I will instruct students to create (essentially) mini-biographies of the character they’ve chosen by: writing down important lines; giving valuable descriptions; labeling each character static, dynamic, flat, or round and justifying their choice; drawing or providing any visuals on the index card; etc. At the end of class, I will take these up and attach them to the other class period’s body biographies
	Students will: 

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them

     -receive an index card on which they create mini-biographies for specific characters (I will provide students with a list of characters to choose from)

     -work individually on their mini-biographies to be turned in at the end of class
