	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

           Makayla has been looking up more quotes by the people we cover

          in class, so I will let her write one of the quotes up on the board.
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	55 mins
	I will:

     -briefly review characterization and the other terms we covered in yesterday’s class and remind students to incorporate them into their groups’ body biographies

     -tell students to get back into their groups and work on their body biographies

     -monitor and ensure that students are working and staying on task. I will also answer any questions students may have
	Students will:

     -get back in their groups from yesterday and work on their body biographies

	20 mins
	I will:

     -explain to students what some of the rules and conditions are for presentations (e.g. no talking while another group is presenting; save questions till the end; etc)

     -tell students to think of questions to ask the other group at the end of each presentation and record these in their daybooks

     -observe and informally assess the presentations based on the “body biography” handout which outlines how the presentation should go
	Students will:

     -take turns presenting their body biographies to the class

     -record questions in their daybooks about other groups’ presentations and characters
