	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          I keep getting requests to show more Def Poetry clips, so I will 

          choose another poem and show it at this time. Students can reflect

          on the poem/video clip if they desire
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class


	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	25 mins
	I will:

     -give students 5 minutes to study their stems

     -distribute stems tests and monitor students as they take the test (the stems test will also have 2 or 3 short answer questions about Bronx Masquerade, to assess their comprehension and analysis)
	Students will:

     -study their stems for 5 minutes

     -take the stems/BM test

	40 mins
	I will:

     -show another clip of Def Poetry (most likely from the youth episode, so students can see someone their age perform a poem s/he wrote her/himself)

     -tell students the rules for Open Mike (e.g. absolutely no talking or getting up while others are performing their poetry; no booing or negative remarks; only positive feedback; snaps instead of clapping; etc.)

     -already have a list of students who want to read poems they’ve written, and I will call students up one-by-one from my list to recite their pieces
	Students will:

     -watch another poem from Def Poetry (which will model how we will do the Open Mike activity)

     -listen as I tell them the rules for Open Mike 

     -read their poetry one-by-one in front of the class and provide positive feedback to their peers, snapping after each poem instead of clapping

	5 mins
	I will:

     -inform students to reflect on the Open Mike
	Students will:

     -reflect on the Open Mike in their daybooks

	5 mins
	I will:

    -hand out post-it notes for students to reflect on a moment of learning in their daybooks

     -remind students to leave their daybooks with me before they leave
	Students will:

     -reflect on a post-it note about a moment of learning in their daybooks

     -leave their daybooks with me before they leave
