          * A review should include a brief preview to the book in the students’ own words, not revealing key plot information, but providing a preview for potential readers. Students should also evaluate the work, commenting on its strengths and weaknesses and whether or not they recommend it. (this will be another way that I assess students on their reading of this novel)
