	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 
           (I’ll pick a quote and project it up on the overhead)
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	5 mins
	I will:

     -write 5 new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words

     -provide definitions and example words as needed
	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	30 mins
	I will:

     -instruct all students on how to create a multi-modal book review for Bronx Masquerade to be turned in before we leave for the computer lab
     -give every student a piece of construction paper, and I will have markers, scissors, glue, tape, magazines, and other tools available for students to used if desired

     -encourage students to pull information from the novel, from their notes, and from their own personal reflections and reactions to the text
	Students will: 

     -receive a piece of construction paper and other art supplies

     -create a multi-modal book review for Bronx Masquerade
      * A review will include a brief preview to the book in the students’ own words, not revealing key plot information, but providing a preview for potential readers and a discussion of prominent themes. Students will also evaluate the work, commenting on its strengths and weaknesses and whether or not they recommend it. In addition to their own words, students will include quotes and key passages from the novel. To complement all of the text on the page, students will find or draw pictures/visuals to add to the book review (this will be another way that I assess students on their reading of this novel)
     -turn in their book reviews to me before we leave for the computer lab. I will display these in a collage on one of the walls

	40 mins
	I will:

     -lead the class down to the computer lab

     -pick out several exercises on grammar parts of speech for students to do on Classworks (required by the school for us to do this every Monday with all classes but Honors)

     -monitor students working on Classworks and help answer student questions
	Students will:

     -follow me to the computer lab

     -work on the exercises I’ve picked out in Classworks
