	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          I will show the class the book preview to Monster, and I am

          Requiring that all students reflect on the book preview in their

          Daybooks and then with a partner (discussing their initial 

          Reactions/responses)
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	40 mins
	I will:

     -distribute “Monster anticipation guide” handouts to all students and explain to students how to do the activity

     -circulate the room and monitor students working individually

     -inform students that one side of the room is + side and the other is the – side, after I see that every student has completed the assignment. I will then follow the same procedures as the four-corners activity, except with just two sides. I will read a statement out loud, and students will go to the side of the room that corresponds with their opinion; then, I will ask that 2 or 3 students justify their answer each time.
	Students will:

     -glue handouts in their daybooks

     -work individually on the assignment given in the handout

     -follow directions for the four corners activity that I’ve adapted to fit this lesson and will participate in class discussion

	10 mins
	I will:

     -show the book preview to Monster on the projector

     -prompt students to reflect in their daybooks and with a partner what their responses to the book preview are. I will also instruct students to make inferences and predictions about the novel
	Students will:

     -watch the book preview to Monster
     -reflect in their daybooks and with a partner what their responses and reactions are. Students will make inferences and predictions about the novel

	25 mins
	I will:

     -distribute class copies of Monster and begin reading the novel out loud

     -ask different students to volunteer for the different parts in the novel

     -instruct students to create a “Guilty” and “Not Guilty” Evidence chart in their daybooks
	Students will:

     -follow along as we read the novel out loud

     -create a “Guilty” and “Not Guilty” Evidence chart in their daybooks. Any time that we read something new in the novel about the main character, we will add information to the chart either under the “Guilty” or “Not Guilty” section. Students may create another column if they’re not sure where a piece of information fits. This chart is to aid in overall comprehension of the novel and to help the students make a well-supported judgment concerning the protagonist’s guilt or innocence
