	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class


	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -go over some basic comma rules and why they were created (I will project on the ELMO a page from Robinson Crusoe and an excerpt from the original Beowulf, two different texts that were written before a lot of traditional, conventional standards for the use of punctuation were created
     -distribute a worksheet dealing with commas

     -circulate the room and monitor students working
	Students will:

     -listen and ask questions about the use of commas

     -complete a brief worksheet on commas

	15 mins
	I will:

     -contextualize the previous mini-lesson on commas by giving every student a copy of Monster
     -instruct students to look through the introduction chapter (5 pages) and find and correct at least 5 of the comma errors (I’ve found over 10 places where technically a comma should have been used, but it was omitted—especially after introductory and parenthetical clauses). There will be space on the comma worksheet for this information.
	Students will:

     -contextualize the previous mini-lesson on commas by applying these rules and this information to Monster
     -find sentences in the first chapter that have comma “errors” according to traditional, standardized English. Students will record and correct these sentences on the comma worksheet

	40 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter it
