	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         Do commas make that much difference?

         Explain the difference between these two sentences: 

        “Let’s eat, mom” and “Let’s eat mom”
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -introduce students to the book Eats, Shoots and Leaves: Why, Commas Really DO Make a Difference! By Lynne Truss and Bonnie Timmons

     -read the book out loud and project the pictures on the ELMO so all students can see

     -ask students to discuss how commas function in each of the sentences
	Students will:

     -follow along as I read and view the pictures from the book

     -discuss at the end of every page how commas function in the sentences (e.g. on the first page are two different sentences: “Slow, children crossing” and “Slow children crossing” with two different pictures for each sentence)

	30 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter it

	25 mins
	I will:

     -introduce MLK jrs “I Have a Dream” speech by providing some context and background information

     -prompt students to reflect on what they know and feel concerning MLK jr and this speech

     -show a recording of the speech on the projector for students to watch

     -prompt students to reflect once again in their daybooks on the speech after watching it

     -distribute copies of the speech to all students and inform students to read the speech by Friday. Students will: underline examples of repetition once, underline twice examples of parallel structure, circle examples of similes, box examples of metaphors, and squiggly underline examples of allusion
	Students will:

     -write in their daybook about what they know and feel concerning MLK jr and his “I Have a Dream” speech

     -watch a recording of this speech

     -reflect once again in their daybooks on the speech—what is their impression? What is their reaction/response? What seemed to be the overall message of the speech?

     -receive copies of the speech to read for homework by Friday.  Students will: underline examples of repetition once, underline twice examples of parallel structure, circle examples of similes, box examples of metaphors, and squiggly underline examples of allusion

     -use the remainder of class to get started on their homework
