	Teacher Actions

	Student Actions

	25 mins
	I will:

     -lead a game to informally assess students’ knowledge of stems (probably stems basketball—if you can identify the stem’s definition and an example word using the stem, you can shoot for a one, two, or three-pointer. The room is already divided into two halves, so those will be the teams. I’ll bring in a small ball, and we’ll use the trash can as the basketball goal. I’ll give the winning team candy, probably…we’ll see)
	Students will:

     -participate in a game that will simultaneously help review and informally assess their knowledge of stems

	25 mins
	I will:

     -introduce students to the idea of a Gallery Crawl (Gallery Walk)

     -have 5 different stations set up around the room, one for similes, one for metaphors, repetition, parallel structure, and allusion. I will divide students up into 5 different groups and prompt students to take their daybooks, pencils/pens, and their MLK speeches with them to one of the 5 stations. At each station, students will define the target literary device (e.g. simile: a comparison using like or as) and then find specific examples in MLK Jr.’s speech. Students will also discuss the significance of the literary device and how it functions in the speech.
	Students will:

     -open up their daybooks to a clean page

     -move from station to station in groups (about 5 mins each station). Students will discuss and record in their daybooks: what the target literary device is; what examples from MLK Jr.’s speech there are; what the significance of the literary device is in the speech; and how it functions in the speech

	30 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter it

	2 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	8 mins
	I will:

     -give every student a post-it note and ask them to reflect on a moment of learning from the past two weeks

     -tell students to turn in their daybooks as they dismiss 
	Students will:

     -reflect on a moment of learning from the past two weeks on a post-it note

     -turn in their daybooks (honors will turn in their questions from the weekly outside-of-class reading/homework)
