	Student Actions

	15 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

“We don't read and write poetry because it's cute. We read and write poetry because we are members of the human race. And the human race is filled with passion. And medicine, law, business, engineering, these are noble pursuits and necessary to sustain life. But poetry, beauty, romance, love, these are what we stay alive for.” Dead Poet's Society

     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -give a brief presentation on the Harlem Renaissance and Langston Hughes via prezi (I’ll also play a couple seconds of a Duke Ellington song to talk about the music of the time and show paintings from famous artists)

     -ask students to watch a clip of the poem “I, Too, Sing America” from The Great Debaters
     -lead a discussion on the themes and content of the poem, connecting them to overall HR movements and goals

     -explain the HR and Hughes as context for Bronx Masquerade
	Students will:

     -take notes in their daybooks, writing down any notes, responses, or questions they may have to the presentation

     -students will discuss the themes and content of the “I, Too, Sing America” after they watch the clip of Denzel Washington reciting the poem. Students will answer the question “What do you think the significance of this poem was for African Americans living during this period in American history?” 

	20 mins
	I will:

     -go over several new vocabulary words which we will define in the context of Bronx Masquerade
          *Renaissance (Harlem Renaissance)

          *novella

          *author

          *Bronx

          *masquerade

          *setting

     -ask students to consider the significance of setting in the Bronx Masquerade and how setting affects story—would the story be different if it took place in rural Montana instead of in the Bronx? How?

     -ask students to consider the significance of and unpack the meaning of the title

     -ask students to analyze and attempt to label the genre of the work—why is this problematic?
	Students will:

     -discuss each of the new vocabulary words and then record definitions and examples for each in their daybooks

     -consider the questions posed by the teacher about setting, the title, and the genre of Bronx Masquerade and record responses in their daybooks

	30 mins
	I will:

     -spend the remainder of the class period reading Bronx Masquerade
     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
	Students will: 

     -spend the remainder of the class period reading Bronx Masquerade
     -add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
