	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         Thekingcenter.org (an excerpt from MLK Jr’s speech “The Drum

          Major Instinct”
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	5 mins
	I will:

     -write 5 new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down (10 stems for honors)

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words
	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	40 mins
	I will:

     -briefly review the significance of the “I Have a Dream” speech, making connections between the speech and the Civil Rights Movement and also connections between the speech and “The Ballad of Birmingham”

     -go over the definition of “ballad” and teach students some of the prominent characteristics of this type of poetry

     -distribute copies of “The Ballad of Birmingham”

     -prompt students to read the ballad silently on their own. I will then read the ballad out loud to all the students

     -ask students to discuss in partners what the significance of the ballad is

     -give all students highlighters and instruct students to identify the three separate voices in the poem, highlighting each voice a different color. What is the significance of having three different voices in one poem, and what effect does this have on the reader? Is there any significance to the order that these voices appear?

     -then lead students to turn to the second page of their handouts that has an excerpt concerning the Birmingham Bombing incident. I will tell students to read the excerpt, make connections to the ballad, and then answer the discussion questions on the handout
	Students will:

     -record the definition and characteristics of “ballad” in their daybooks

     -receive and read silently “The Ballad of Birmingham,” then follow along as I read the poem out loud

     -discuss in partners the significance of the ballad and the effect of having multiple voices/perspectives. Students will identify the three distinct voices by highlighting each voice a different color

     -then turn to the second page and read the excerpt about the Birmingham Bombing incident. Students will make connections to the ballad by answering the discussion questions on the handout in their daybooks (students may continue to work with their partners during this time)

	30 mins
	I will:

     -lead the class down to the computer lab

     -pick out several exercises on Classworks (required by the school for us to do this every Monday with all classes but Honors)

     -monitor students working on Classworks and help answer student questions
	Students will:

     -follow me to the computer lab

     -work on the exercises I’ve picked out in Classworks
