	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	15 mins
	I will:

     -show a 10 minute interview with Walter Dean Myers, the author of Monster
     -instruct students to take notes on the author, write down significant points he makes that may shed light on the novel, and record questions for discussion

     -lead a brief discussion on the interview, asking students to pose for the class their own questions for discussion as well
	Students will:

     -watch an interview with Walter Dean Myers

     -take notes on the author, write down significant points he makes that may shed light on the novel, and record questions for discussion

     -participate in a brief discussion concerning the video

	35 mins
	I will:

     -project two news articles on racism and the justice system and on statistics concerning race and the justice systems
     -read the articles aloud

     -lead a discussion on the article. (example questions: Before reading this article, how aware were you of the issue of racial profiling in America, particularly concerning the legal system? In what ways do you agree or disagree with the article’s stance? What is your response/reaction to the statistics in the second article? What do you think are some of the reasons for these statistics?)
	Students will:

     -read the two articles on race and the justice system

     -participate in a discussion concerning the articles
