	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          In your opinion, is there ever a situation when a minor should be

         tried as an adult? Explain.
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class


	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -project a news article on the board, “Many Teens Tried As Adults With Little Understanding of Process” from USA Today

     -lead the class in reading the article out loud

     -ask for students to reflect in their daybooks on the article, then pair share

     -give the pairs several questions to discuss

        (possible questions: Should teens ever be tried as adults? If yes, how severe would a crime have to be for a teen to be tried as an adult? Who decides how severe a crime is? Does it matter how close a minor is in age to being an adult? Should the characters in the novel be tried as minors or adults? Should Steve, the protagonist in Monster, be tried as a minor or an adult? How do your emotions (being tied to the character) affect your decision?)
	Students will:

     -read the article as a class

     -reflect in their daybooks on the article

     -pair share and discuss several different questions concerning teens tried as adults in court cases

	55 mins
	I will:

     -reserve the laptop cart and have Mac laptops available for all students

     -instruct all students to research and find a recent or older news article that has to do with something related to Monster. For example, students can choose an article that deals with wrongful convictions, or teens tried as adults, or racial profiling in the legal system. I will tell students that they may find their own article through a reputable site (like USA Today, or Time, or New York Times, etc.), but articles must be verified with me first. I will also provide a site that has links to articles I’ve already checked for students to use.

     -inform students that once they’ve found an article and had that article approved by me, they should either open a new word document or open to a clean page in their daybooks. I will tell students to briefly summarize the article (at least one full paragraph) and then articulate their own opinion concerning the article (at least two full paragraphs). Students should evaluate the effectiveness of communication in the article as well as provide their own judgment concerning the end result of the trial that the article covers or the issue that the article voices.
	Students will:

     -receive the laptop they’ve been assigned from the laptop cart

     -research and find a news article dealing with a topic from the novel Monster (students will have the option to find their own article or use one from the database I will provide)

     -verify with me that their chosen article is from a reputable source and relates to Monster in some way

     -read the article

     -create a new space in their online portfolios where they will summarize and evaluate the article, providing a brief synopsis of the article and their own opinion 

     -finish this for homework if they do not finish in class

*If students do this in their daybooks, then they will flag the entry on Friday for me to check. If they do this in a word document, then they will print it and turn it in today.
