	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         What do you believe about America today and racial profiling?

         Have you ever been a victim to racial profiling?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	40 mins
	I will:

     -project two news articles on racism and the justice system and on statistics concerning race and the justice systems
     -read the articles aloud

     -lead a discussion on the article. (example questions: Before reading this article, how aware were you of the issue of racial profiling in America, particularly concerning the legal system? In what ways do you agree or disagree with the article’s stance? What is your response/reaction to the statistics in the second article? What do you think are some of the reasons for these statistics?)
	Students will:

     -read the two articles on race and the justice system

     -participate in a discussion concerning the articles

	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter
