	Teacher Actions

	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          Write about a memory from your childhood. But here’s the catch:

         Do not use any punctuation—at all.
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins
	I will:

     -briefly introduce the idea of referring to punctuation in terms of road signs (commas are like yellow lights, periods like stop signs, etc. that give cues to your reader on how to properly “drive” through your writing)

     -prompt students to discuss various types of punctuation and their uses, including punctuation marks students are less familiar with like dashes and semi-colons
	Students will:

     -participate in a mini-lesson on the different types of punctuation marks and their uses by asking questions and creating examples that incorporate various punctuation marks

	25 mins
	I will:

     -distribute the first “Punctuation” handout. This handout will feature a clip of language from an established author with all of the punctuation omitted (I’m thinking about using Harriet Jacobs or Nathaniel Hawthorne). I will instruct students to read the excerpt and punctuate it the way they feel is the best. I will then tell students to pair-share about their choices.

     -also participate in this activity, and I will show my handout on the ELMO after I’ve punctuated how I think is best

     -lead a discussion on why we all chose to punctuate the way we did. Did we punctuate it differently? Is the “right” way to punctuate the excerpt clear-cut?

     -distribute the second “Punctuation” handout. This handout will feature the same clip of language, except it will have all of the original punctuation included

     -lead a discussion on how the author chose to punctuate his/her writing. How does it differ from our choices? Is his/her punctuation “correct”?
	Students will:

     -glue the first handout in their daybooks and punctuate the clip of language that is on the handout

     -find a partner and compare/contrast the choices they made in punctuation

     -participate in a discussion about why they punctuated the clip of language the way they did. Students will also see how I punctuated my sentence and analyze the differences between my and their choices

     -glue the second handout in their daybooks

     -see how the established author does not always follow conventional, traditional patterns of punctuation (i.e. the author’s choices are often more stylistic than “correct”)

     -participate in a discussion concerning the differences between the way that they punctuated the passage and the way that others punctuated the passage (including the original author). Students will also discuss the role of punctuation in terms of being “correct” and being stylistic/creating different meanings through punctuation

	40 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter
