	15 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

           “I’ve never let my schooling interfere with my education.”

            Mark Twain
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	20 mins
	I will:

     -define several different types of poetry and ask students to look through Bronx Masquerade and find examples of each type—what are the characteristics of this type of poetry? (e.g. free verse, rhyme, concrete)

     -explain that students will be responsible for this information on the EOC and also be required to demonstrate understanding through the composition of their own poems for the unit multi-genre project
	Students will:

     -take notes on several different types of poetry and then flip through their copy of Bronx Masquerade, finding specific examples of each type and matching the definitions in their daybooks with these examples

     -use the poems they find in BM to come up with a set of characteristics that define each type of poetry

	30 mins
	I will:

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
	Students will: 

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them

	20 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in a writing activity (I’ll tell them it’s a game)

     *(I have several different activities I can use for this: one I’m thinking of now is a game like Scategories, where students number the page from A-Z and I give a topic. Students have to think of a word for every letter. Example: Nouns—Aardvark, Beach, Cinema, etc. If another student has the same noun as you, then you lose credit for that word. The student with the most words at the end wins. The category for this game will always be intentional. For example, I may say “literary terms” or “stems” or “poets/poems.” If we do something like “nouns,” then I’ll give Hemingway’s quote that talks about how adjectives and adverbs are an abomination and how strong nouns make better writing)
	Students will:

     -participate in a writing activity, which they will complete in their daybooks

     *(Also, students may use this time to work on their IAWIA pieces that are due tomorrow if they would rather spend their time doing that)
