      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes

     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins
	I will:

     -briefly review the 5 stems for the week and ask students to get into partners and quiz each other

     -talk about how quizzes are formatted

     -inform students that formal stems assessments will be every other week (i.e. next Friday)
	Students will:

     -review this week’s stems by getting into partners and quizzing each other

	10 mins
	I will:

     -briefly introduce “Characterization” and the different types of characters in a work (e.g. static, dynamic, flat, round)
	Students will:

     -take notes on the different types of characters and use these notes and these new ideas as lens for reading our text, Bronx Masquerade

	45 mins
	I will:

     -read Bronx Masquerade with the class
     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them

	I will:

    -hand out exit/reflection sheets to students to fill out before they leave
