	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins
	I will:

     -write 10 new stems on the ELMO for students to copy down

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words
	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	20 mins
	I will:

     -introduce figurative language in Bronx Masquerade

     -ask students to verbally review: simile, metaphor, alliteration, personification, hyperbole (they covered these things briefly with Mrs. Davis before I came)

     -prompt students to find specific examples in Bronx Masquerade of each of these literary devices
	Students will: 

     -verbally review: simile, metaphor, alliteration, personification, and hyperbole

     -look through their novels and find examples of each of the above literary devices. Students will record their examples in their daybooks

	20 mins
	I will:

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
	Students will: 

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them

Remind students to be studying their stems for Friday’s assessment and be working on a second draft of their IAWIA pieces due Friday

Weekly out-of-class homework:

Pretend you have just moved up North and now reside in the Bronx. You are placed in Mr. Ward’s classroom along with all of the students (characters) we are reading about. Consider the following questions: How would you fit in with this crowd? What role would you play in this story? How would you handle Open Mike Fridays? What types of issues and themes would be prevalent in your chapters? Now, following the same structure as Bronx Masquerade, write at least two journal entries and at least one poem that insert you into this story. The entries should be episodic like they appear in the novel and can focus on anything you deem important. You should be sure to include information and problems that are relevant to your real life. Also, just like each individual chapter and poem reflects the personality and style of that character, your entries and poems should have a style and voice that is unique to you. This is due by Friday, and I will take these up with the weekly daybook checks. These can by typed and turned in (make sure you save them because we’ll be using them again) or you can choose to do these in your daybook and flag them for me to check.
