	Teacher Actions

	Student Actions

	12 mins
	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          (Makayla looked up and wrote down a bunch of bell hooks quotes

          in her daybook after I did my presentation on grammar and

          introduced hooks. I told Makayla she could choose one of the

          quotes and write it on the board for today’s prompt)
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	25 mins
	I will:

     -introduce the idea of “showing” versus “telling” in writing and will provide several examples of both. I will also ask students to provide some examples on their own

     -show a video clip from Jurassic Park where a dinosaur spits in Nedry’s eyes

     -ask students to capture the above scene in their daybooks in one or two paragraphs of writing

     -distribute the “Jurassic Park” handout, which is author Michael Crichton’s depiction of this same scene

     -lead a discussion on Crichton’s language—does he show or tell detail? What word choices or sentence types does he include and what effect do these things have on the meaning being conveyed? Do you like his language more than your own? Why or why not?
	Students will:

     -discuss and brainstorm examples that demonstrate the difference between showing and telling in writing

     -watch a video clip from Jurassic Park and then compose one or two paragraphs of writing that captures this scene from the movie
     -glue the “Jurassic Park” handout in their daybooks and then participate in a discussion about how Crichton does or does not show versus tell in his writing



	5 mins
	I will:

    -hand back all students’ IAWIA pieces with written feedback from myself. All of my feedback will be conceptual—I’m not looking at mechanics or grammar, but only ideas and arguments and thinking.

     -explain my feedback, what I chose to focus on and what my comments are directed toward
	Students will:

     -receive feedback on their IAWIA first drafts

	25 mins
	I will:

     -distribute a “Self-Editing” handout (the first point on the handout is showing versus telling in writing)

     -explain to students that each of the points I chose to include in the handout are due to trends I noticed when I read their IAWIA drafts (for example: lots of students tell versus show action or emotion; lots of students struggle with knowing when to use commas; etc.)

     -explain that students are responsible for checking over and correcting their own mechanical and grammatical errors, using the “Self-Editing” handout and myself as references

     -direct students to use the rest of this time to look through their piece and begin the process of self-editing

     -be available if students have questions or concerns.
	Students will:

     -receive a self-editing checklist that they will glue or tape in their daybooks

     -begin the process of self-editing the first drafts of their IAWIA pieces using the handout

     -have the opportunity to conference with me or ask questions during this time. Students may also ask a neighbor for help or advice concerning their piece during this time

	20 mins
	I will:

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -prompt students to add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
	Students will: 

     -read Bronx Masquerade
     -add new characters and descriptions and update existing ones in their character charts as we encounter them
