	Student Actions

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	27 mins
	I will:

     -project “The Old Guitarist” by Pablo Picasso on the overhead

     -instruct students to open up their daybooks to a clean page and prepare for a freewrite. I will tell students to freewrite about the painting and to create the story behind the painting (e.g. Who is the man, why’s he holding a guitar, and what is his story, etc.)

     -monitor students writing; I will also use this time to freewrite myself and model this activity for students

     -teach a mini-lesson on participle phrases: I’ll begin with providing examples for students of participles, then as a class we will develop an easy definition for “participle,” then I will show a couple more examples for us to discuss the significance and function of participles (I will be showing examples from Bronx Masquerade, Monster, and other works we’ve read in class, as well as some examples from other renowned works like Old Man and the Sea

     -ask students to pose questions about recognizing and using participles and provide examples

     -instruct students to read back over their writing/story and add participles in order to enhance the writing diversity, to add more detail, etc.

     -ask all students to share their new stories, after they’ve added participles, with a partner
	Students will:

     -turn to a clean page in their daybooks and freewrite about the story behind the painting, “The Old Guitarist.” (approximately 10 minutes)

     -listen as I go over several different examples of participles, then students will as a class determine a definition for “participle.” Students will pose questions and provide examples during this time in order to better internalize what a participle is and how it functions

     -go back through their freewriting and add participles to the stories they’ve written

     -find a partner and pair share, sharing their stories with their partners

	25 mins
	I will:

     -lead students in reading Monster out loud

     -prompt students to add new evidence to our evidence charts as we encounter it
	Students will:

     -read out loud and/or follow along as we read Monster

     -add new evidence to their evidence charts as we encounter
