      -lead a discussion on “Eleven” that incorporates various literary terms that we have not covered yet and some we have already covered (protagonist, plot, conflict, climax, characterization, symbols, themes)

     -give all students the “Mapping Eleven” handout and explain to students how to complete the activity

     -take notes and participate in a brief discussion on the conventions of short stories

     -receive copies of “Eleven” by Sandra Cisneros

     -participate in a discussion that will help students comprehend the short story and internalize its themes and symbols

     -work in partners or individually

     -put students into groups of 3 and instruct students to do a KWL on William Shakespeare, the Renaissance (they’ve covered this in their history classes), and Romeo and Juliet
     -instruct groups to come write their information on the board that they’ve gathered concerning what they already know

     -lead a discussion with the class about what groups write on the board
	Students will:

     -get into groups of 3 and do a KWL on Shakespeare and the Renaissance and Romeo and Juliet
     -write what they know on the board

     -participate in a discussion about what groups write on the board
