	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         "The fool doth think he is wise, but the wise man knows himself to

          be a fool."  ---Shakespeare
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	I will:

     -introduce Romeo and Juliet, leading a discussion on some of the themes and how the work can relate to our lives

     -start reading the play along with the students, assigning parts to each of the students to play throughout the course of the play (we have props and students will act the play out as we read through it)

     -periodically pause reading to lead discussions on the plot and concepts of the play

     -prompt students to begin their note-taking on the story (this will be in their daybooks in the form of facebook. We’ll have a “mini-feed” where we’ll sum up what’s happening in one sentence every scene, and we will write statuses for different characters to help with synthesis of information, analysis of characters, and comprehension of the work)
	Students will:

     -start reading Romeo and Juliet out loud

     -take notes on what is happening in the play

     -hand back students’ worksheets on the different parts of speech and let students finish them

     -go over the handouts when students are finished
