	I will:

      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following quote or to a topic of their choice:

         ways?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	50 mins
	I will:

     -read the play out loud along with the students, acting the play out as we read it

     -periodically pause reading to lead discussions on the plot and concepts of the play

     -prompt students to take notes on the story (this will be in their daybooks and structured like facebook. We’ll have a “mini-feed” where we’ll write one sentence summaries, and we’ll write statuses for different characters to help with synthesis of information, analysis of characters, and comprehension of the work)
	Students will:

     -read Romeo and Juliet out loud, acting out the parts/action

     -take notes on what is happening in the play and its significance

	I will:

     -go over recognizing subjects, having subject-verb agreement, and prepositions and prepositional phrases (we did this for today’s DGP as well. 4P has really struggled picking up on these when we do DGP)

     -distribute a sheet that works to contextualize and apply knowledge of these grammar terms

     -monitor students working and answer any questions students may have

     -take up worksheets as students dismiss
	Students will:

     -review subjects, subject-verb agreement, prepositions, and prepositional phrases

     -do a worksheet that applies these terms

     -turn in their work as they dismiss
