      -lead students in WID

     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:

     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         “Those who danced were thought to be quite insane by those who

          Could not hear the music.” –Angela Monet
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	3 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	75 mins
	I will:

     -reserve the Mac laptop carts

     -instruct students to use this time to work on their essays for Monster or to make up any other assignments/work (about half of the students in this class do not have a computer; thus, if I want a paper typed, I simply have to reserve time for that during class)

     -monitor students working, answer any questions students may have, be available for one-on-one conferencing
	Students will:

     -use class time as a work day to make up any assignments or work

     -use the Mac laptops to begin drafting their essays on Monster
     -conference with me if they desire, ask me or their peers questions about their papers, get feedback from their peers and myself on their argumentative essay

     -have access to Monster since they will not be able to take this book home. Students should go ahead and find any quotes they may need from the novel
