	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	50 mins


	I will:

     -read the play out loud along with the students, acting the play out as we read it

     -periodically pause reading to lead discussions on the plot and concepts of the play

     -prompt students to take notes on the story (this will be in their daybooks and structured like facebook. We’ll have a “mini-feed” where we’ll write one sentence summaries, and we’ll write statuses for different characters to help with synthesis of information, analysis of characters, and comprehension of the work)

    -show a few brief clips from the Romeo and Juliet movies (the new one and old one) and lead discussions comparing and contrasting the scenes in the movies with the scenes in the play
	Students will:

     -read Romeo and Juliet out loud, acting out the parts/action

     -take notes on what is happening in the play and its significance

***Hopefully, we will finish Romeo and Juliet today***

**4P**
	I will:

     -read “The Seven Ages of Man” by William Shakespeare with the class (located in our literature books)

     -introduce poetry ciphers and spirit reads to students

     -instruct students to stand in a circle around the perimeter of the room. I will then start the cipher; students read out excerpts, words, phrases, and other clips of language from the reading that stand out to them. Students are also encouraged to repeat words or phrases others use that resonate with them as well—which is meant to establish community and affirmation.

     -lead a brief discussion on the themes and techniques of this piece, asking students to break it down and analyze the text
	Students will:

     -read “The Seven Ages of Man,” get in a cipher, and do a spirit read

     -analyze and discuss the themes and techniques of the text
