	Student Actions

	55 mins
	I will:

     -instruct students to write a sequel or epilogue to the work Monster that follows the protagonist Steve. This can be written in any form they choose; for example, students can write with first person P.O.V. in the form of journal entries like author Myers does.
     -encourage students to engage in prediction (a critical comprehension strategy). This is designed for students to “synthesize their comprehension of what has happened and imaginatively project what could conceivably happen in the next stage of literary events” (Smagorinsky, 41, Teaching English by Design, 2008).
	Students will:

     -write a sequel or epilogue to Monster that tells what happens after Steve has be acquitted of all crimes. For example, does he finish high school? What are his relationships with his family and friends like? How have they changed? How have Steve’s experiences changed him?

*Students may choose to continue working on this assignment if they wish instead of playing trashketball. Students will finish this for homework over the weekend if they do not finish. 

	25 mins
	I will:

     -lead a game to informally assess/review students’ knowledge of stems (students keep asking to play trashketball—if you can identify the stem’s definition and an example word using the stem, you can shoot for a one, two, or three-pointer. The room is already divided into two halves, so those will be the teams. I’ve made a small ball with trash and tape, and we’ll use the trashcan as the basketball goal. I’ll give the winning team 5 points extra credit on their test)
	Students will:

     -participate in a game that will simultaneously help review and informally assess their knowledge of stems

	2 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	8 mins
	I will:

     -give every student a post-it note and ask them to reflect on a moment of learning from the past two weeks

     -tell students to turn in their daybooks as they dismiss 
	Students will:

     -reflect on a moment of learning from the past two weeks on a post-it note

     -turn in their daybooks (honors will turn in their questions from the weekly outside-of-class reading/homework)
