	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	10 mins


	I will:

     -write new vocabulary on the ELMO for students to copy down (CP=5 new stems, Honors=literary terms because Honors classes are finished with their stems lists)

     -ask students to speculate what the meanings are for each stem and try to think of example words
	Students will:

     -discuss as a class what they speculate the meanings are for each stem and try to brainstorm several example words for each stem

     -record the stem, definition, and several examples in their daybooks or notebooks

	I will:

     -show a PowerPoint presentation on Fragments, Fused Sentences, and Comma Splices; presentation will define and contextualize each of these, as well as provide an interactive element where students have options to choose from

     -distribute handouts on Fragments, Fused Sentences, and Comma Splices; handouts will define and provide examples to contextualize these terms
	Students will:

     -listen to and ask questions about a PowerPoint presentation on Fragments, Fused Sentences, and Comma Splices

     -receive a handout which will provide definitions for each of these terms and exercises to apply them

     -work on the exercises on their handouts and turn them in before the end of the class

	I will:

     -lead the class down to the computer lab

     -pick out several exercises on Classworks (required by the school for us to do this every Monday with all classes but Honors)

     -monitor students working on Classworks and help answer student questions
	Students will:

     -follow me to the computer lab

     -work on the exercises I’ve picked out in Classworks

**2P**

**6P**

*only*
	I will:

     -distribute pictures to every student (pictures will be random, and there will be duplicates)

     -instruct students to write creative, original stories based on the pictures

     -divide students into partners and instruct students to share their images and mini-stories with their partners

     -direct students to combine their pictures and their stories with their partners’ to create larger storylines inclusive of both partners’ pictures

     -ask each group to briefly share with the class their photographs/pictures and their story

     -also create a story based on a picture and share what I’ve written at this time. My writing is meant to model for students that I am a fellow learner and writer. I also will model “showing” versus “telling” as covered previously, as well as use participles which were covered last week

     -prompt students to reflect briefly in their daybooks on whether their writing “tells” detail or action, or “shows” it, and whether or not they use participles/used them well
	Students will:

     -receive their own picture to glue in their daybooks

     -write a story based on their image. Students can choose to focus on a particular character in their picture, an action, an emotion, etc., but will write a creative piece of fiction that tells the story behind the picture

     -share their pictures and mini-stories with a partner

     -combine their pictures and their stories with their partners’ to create larger storylines inclusive of both partners’ pictures
     -share their photographs/pictures and what they’ve written with the class

     -look back over what they’ve written (either individually or the writing they did in partners) and reflect in their daybooks on whether their writing “tells” detail or action, or “shows” it. Students will also be encouraged to pull in information learned in last week’s class on participles
