	I will:
      -lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:
     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

          What has been your experience with the book Monster? Have you

          gotten a lot out of reading it? Would you recommend it to future

          classes?
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

     -prompt students to turn in their Monster papers

	I will:

     -explain to students what a book cover is and have supplies out on the counter. When students finish their tests (it will take the majority of the students the entire class period), students have the option of either working on a book cover for extra credit or working on some other assignment they’ve missed for this class.

     -distribute tests for Monster. These tests will be very extensive and will include multiple facets, including an essay. This test will also pull in learning that we have been doing throughout the unit, and so it will be inclusive of much more than just what we’ve discussed about Monster.

     -monitor students taking tests and circulate the room
	Students will:

     -take Monster tests

     -work silently either on book covers* for Monster or some other missing assignment for class once they’ve finished their tests

* Students will imagine that a famous publisher has called them and asked them to design a book cover for a new edition of Monster that is about to be released. Book covers must include but are not limited to: at least two reviews of the novel (students may invent fictional people or organizations to provide these); a preview to the novel that entices the reader with a juicy introduction to the novel but does not give away the ending (at least one full paragraph); at least one visual; at least one brief quotation from the novel

	I will:

     -explain to students what to do when they finish their tests (it will take the majority of the students the entire class period). From the book Letters From Prison, I will select three different letters (one that features poetry and two that feature stories) and make about 5 copies of each of the three letters. I will also copy the “discussion questions” featured after each letter and attach them to the copies of the letters. Before students take their tests, I will describe each of the three different letters and put them in three different stacks. I will instruct students to choose one of the letters after they’ve finished their tests and read the letter and answer the discussion questions. These will be turned in to me by the end of class and will be finished for homework if not finished during class.
     -distribute tests for Monster. These tests will be very extensive and will include multiple facets, including an essay. This test will also pull in learning that we have been doing throughout the unit, and so it will be inclusive of much more than just what we’ve discussed about Monster.

     -monitor students taking tests and circulate the room
	Students will:

     -take Monster tests

     -choose one of the three letters from a prisoner, read it, and answer the discussion questions on the back of the packet. Students will turn this in to me by the end of class and will finish it for homework if they do not complete it during class
