	I will:
      -lead students in WID
     -model writing into my daybook, take attendance, take care of any red tape stuff

     -monitor students pair-sharing; ask groups to share with the class after a couple minutes
	Students will:
     -write in their daybooks, responding to the following prompt or to a topic of their choice: 

         What is it like to be eleven years old? What memories do you have? 
     -share what they’ve written in their daybooks with a partner, then as a class

	5 mins
	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	50 mins

**3P**

*only*


	I will:

     -instruct students to write a sequel or epilogue to the work Monster that follows the protagonist Steve. This can be written in any form they choose; for example, students can write with first person P.O.V. in the form of journal entries like author Myers does.
     -encourage students to engage in prediction (a critical comprehension strategy). This is designed for students to “synthesize their comprehension of what has happened and imaginatively project what could conceivably happen in the next stage of literary events” (Smagorinsky, 41, Teaching English by Design, 2008).
	Students will:

     -write a sequel or epilogue to Monster that tells what happens after Steve has be acquitted of all crimes. For example, does he finish high school? What are his relationships with his family and friends like? How have they changed? How have Steve’s experiences changed him?

* Students may either use their daybooks, construction paper, or the laptop carts

	I will:

     -set up the room for a fishbowl/Socratic seminar and prompt students to get out their daybooks and a copy of Monster
     -type up all of the discussion questions students have already turned in to me (part of the test asked for students to create discussion questions), print out the questions, then cut them up. I will give each student two or three questions which they can use (or not use) at any point in the discussion if there is a lull
     -go over the rules for a fishbowl/Socratic seminar and give the outer circle (who is not allowed to talk because only the inner circle discusses) post-it notes. The outer circle may contribute to the discussion only by writing down questions or comments on the post-it note and passing it to the inner circle. The inner circle has the choice to voice or not voice what is written on the post-it note

     -sit in the outer circle and record what I see/hear happening (I have also told the students that to receive a 100 for participation for the day, each student must contribute something meaningful to the discussion at least 2 or more times)

     -prompt students to initiate discussion and prompt the inner and outer circle to rotate half-way through the discussion
	Students will:

     -participate in a fishbowl/Socratic seminar by posing and answering discussion questions

     -take notes and records in their daybooks of meaningful moments/comments from the discussion

     -be responsible for driving the entire discussion (They’re the ones asking questions and providing comments. I will not participate, and I will not come to the rescue if there is a lull in the discussion and no one does anything to spark new discussion—that will simply be reflected in their participation grades for the day)

	I will:

    -distribute a handout on the different parts of speech and go over the handout with the students

     -distribute a brief worksheet on the different parts of speech and monitor students completing them. I will be available to any students that need help
	Students will:

     -receive a handout on the different parts of speech and go over the handout with me

     -fill in the blanks on the handout as we go along

     -receive and complete a brief worksheet on the different parts of speech and how to identify them

	45 mins

**4P**

*only*
	I will:

     -introduce the genre “short story” to the students and lead a discussion on the conventions of this genre

     -distribute copies of “Eleven” by Sandra Cisneros (I’ve adjusted this story to fit in a handout that can be glued in students’ daybooks)

     -read the story out loud with the students

      -lead a discussion on “Eleven” that incorporates various literary terms that we have not covered yet and some we have already covered (protagonist, plot, conflict, climax, characterization, symbols, themes)

     -give all students the “Mapping Eleven” handout and explain to students how to complete the activity
	Students will:

     -take notes and participate in a brief discussion on the conventions of short stories

     -receive copies of “Eleven” by Sandra Cisneros

     -read the story out loud and/or follow along

     -participate in a discussion that will help students comprehend the short story and internalize its themes and symbols

     -receive and fill in the “Mapping Eleven” handout

     -work in partners or individually
