	I will:

     -project the DGP sentence for the week on the ELMO

     -ask students to identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on (Monday: parts of speech, Tuesday: sentence parts, Wednesday: sentence clauses and types, Thursday: punctuation and capitalization, Friday: diagramming)

     -identify or correct the sentence on the ELMO for students to see
	Students will:

     -write the DGP sentence for the week in their daybooks, starting from the last page and working from the back

     -discuss how to identify or correct the sentence

     -identify or correct the sentence based on which day’s activity we are on

	I will:

     -give students a few minutes to study their literary terms

     -administer a test that has two parts: the first part will be on this week’s literary terms; the second part will be on Romeo and Juliet and Shakespeare

	I will:

     -administer tests on Romeo and Juliet and Shakespeare and then monitor students working

     -instruct students to reflect on a post-it note about a moment of learning from reading Shakespeare and about their review of Romeo and Juliet once they’ve finished their tests

     *If students finish in less than 50 minutes, they can go ahead and start on their guilt wheels. 3P will use the rest of class to work on these if they finish their tests, and 4P will get a head start on theirs. Therefore, I will explain the assignment and have handouts ready before students receive their tests
	Studnets will:

     -take tests on Romeo and Juliet and Shakespeare

     -reflect on a post-it note about a moment of learning from reading Shakespeare and about their review of Romeo and Juliet once they’ve finished their tests

**4P**
	I will:

     -give instructions on how to make a guilt wheel for Romeo and Juliet. Essentially, students will use construction paper and markers to make a pie chart. In the charts, students will assess and rank the levels of various character’s guilt concerning Romeo and Juliet’s suicides. For example, if students think that Lord Capulet and Lord Montague are the most guilty, the two may comprise over 50% of the guilt wheel, Friar Laurence may take up about 25%, etc. Students will also justify their answers in paragraph form on the back of their wheels
	Students will:

     -use construction paper and markers and other craft supplies to make a guilt wheel
