Lesson plans: April 4-8th
Goals:

· Finish reading and discussing Romeo and Juliet.

· Take a comprehensive test that proves comprehension of the text and its context.

· Contextualize and apply all of the unit’s literary and vocabulary words.

· Analyze Romeo and Juliet and evaluate each of the character’s roles in the play and their contributions towards the story

We’ll start the week with stems and literary terms like usual, then we’ll transition to finishing up Romeo and Juliet. We have the last two acts to read and discuss, and then the comprehensive test on Shakespeare and Romeo and Juliet. The test will also incorporate and contextualize all of the literary terms and vocabulary words we’ve discussed throughout the reading of this play (like groundlings, oxymoron, the different types of irony, conventions of dramas, etc.). I’m anticipating this taking about three days, Monday through Wednesday, with finishing up reading Romeo and Juliet on Monday and Tuesday and testing on Wednesday.

On Thursday, we will create guilt wheels. Guilt wheels, which can be compared to pie charts, are designed to get students thinking about each of the character’s roles in Romeo and Juliet and what their contributions to the resolution are. Students will be evaluating how much guilt should be placed on which characters and then reflecting that in the guilt wheel (e.g. if a student believes Friar Laurence is the most guilty, s/he may have half of the wheel dedicated to Friar Laurence and will justify why Friar Laurence deserves 50% of the guilt for Romeo and Juliet’s deaths).

On Friday, all classes will take their stems tests or literary terms tests, and then we will read Maya Angelou’s poem “Phenomenal Woman” and do a spirit read in a group cipher. This poem and spirit read are designed to transition into the next unit on writing for social action.
