Monster

Goals: To record your feelings, thoughts, and discoveries while we read this fiction book; to synthesize the reading in a one-page paper that proves comprehension of the novel and provides a well-supported judgment of the main character.

Introduction: Each day as we progress through the book Monster you will be asked to record the evidence you've just heard in your daybooks. One way to do this is to make a chart by folding your paper in half or drawing a line, then at the top of one column writing “Guilty” and at the top of the other column writing “Not Guilty.” You can add evidences and page numbers to these lists as we read in class. Additionally, you will be asked various questions which encourage you to reflect on Steve's situation in various capacities. Each category will ultimately be used for a final product.
Evidence: You will compile evidence as if you are listening as a juror because Steve will be given a verdict at the end of the book. Is the verdict just or unjust? Use the evidence you've compiled to convince me in a one-page paper that Steve’s verdict was just or unjust. Be sure to provide specific textual evidence (quotes and paraphrases).
